Morning‘ P:I.‘ayer (adapted from Black Liturgies by Cole Arthur Riley)

While considered in the public
domain, we are well aware that writers and composers of
spirituals never had their names tied to their music, and that the
communities originally fed by spirituals were denied a humane
existence in our society. We cannot change or make up for the
past, but we do want to be part of a future that forges a more
equitable place for everyone. As a step toward that future, we
collect special donations throughout the year for a Spirituals
Royalties Fund that uplifts BIPOC voices. Past recipients we
have supported through this fund: Capri Theater in Minneapolis
(2022), Walker | West Music Academy in St. Paul (2023), Known
MPLS (2024) and Vocal Essence WITNESS (2025).

Walker | West Music Academy: Walker | West Music Academy,
located in the Rondo neighborhood of Saint Paul, is thought to
be the oldest community music school founded by African
Americans.
