Ash Wednesday , at 7:00 p.m. to celebrate Holy Communion and may receive the 

mark of ashes upon our foreheads if we wish.  This service will be suitable for all 

persons, children and adults.

Holy Week is March 29-April 3.  There will be no Wednesday night dinner and 

meetings on March 31.  Rather, a special dinner will be served on Maundy Thurs-

day , April 1 at 6:30 p.m. commemorating the Passover and culminating with the 

celebration of The Lordôs Supper.  Following communion, we will be invited up-

stairs to hear ñSinner Manò, a moving joint musical offering of our choir and band. 

On Sunday, February 14, 2010, Minnehaha United Methodist Church will kick-off the ñBuilding 
on Faithò Capital Campaign. Special worship experiences will take place at the 9:00 a.m. and 
11:15 a.m. services, including a Childrenôs Choir performance and a dedication from Rev. 
Cooper Wiggen.  A light brunch will be served between services. 
 The MUMC Building Committee formed in 2007 at the request of the Board of Trus-
tees. Three years of planning and conversations with over 300 members and attendees, 
through the use of retreats, chat circles, surveys, one-on-one meetings with stakeholders and 
informal conversations, culminated in the commission of a feasibility study conducted by the 
Minnesota United Methodist Foundation. The study indicated a level of financial support, from 
a sample of the congregation, which supported the Building Committeeôs plan. Cermak Rho-
des Architects designed and estimated costs for the project. After a vote by the congregation, 
a three-year, $1.25 million campaign will raise funds for improvements, such as a new high-
efficiency heating and cooling system, weather vestibule for the church entrance, upgraded 
bathrooms, stairs, hallways, gym and Fellowship Hall, asbestos abatement, use of ñgreenò 
materials and a larger Narthex, or lobby. 
 This is an invitation built on a profession of faith and vision.  Why, in the face of the 
economic crisis, when people have lost employment and are struggling, are we taking on a 
campaign for 1.25 million?  Simply, the need for care and compassion are greater than ever. 
We are devoted to our missions and to the people we serve. To bless the people and continue 
to do our work in the community, we need to bless our building.
