HAITI:  
EARTHQUAKE RECOVERY 
UPDATE 
 
The United Methodist Commit-
tee on Relief (UMCOR), with 
the help of the Methodist 
Church in Haiti, has leased 
office space in Port-au-Prince 
and hired staff to advance the 
work plan that was drawn up 
by a team of UMCOR execu-
tives that assessed damages 
and needs following the Janu-
ary 12 earthquake. 
 
ñOur intention is to be opera-
tional as soon as possible,ò 
said Sharad Aggarwal, one of 
the executives who partici-
pated in the assessment. 
Aggarwal expects the office to 
begin operating this week. 
 
The generous support of do-
nors, who have contributed 
more than $11 million to UM-
CORôs relief and recovery 
work in Haiti, will be critical to 
moving the work plan forward 
both in the initial emergency 
phase and throughout the 
projected five years of the 
recovery plan. 
 
Bishop Joel Martinez, interim 
general secretary of the Gen-
eral Board of Global Ministries 
(GBGM) called the funds 
raised so far ña good start.ò He 
added, ñUMCOR will be there 
for the long haul and will need 
additional support. 

 
Aid has come in other forms, 
too, including the components 
for more than 350,000 health 
kits , which are positioned to 
be distributed in Haiti as soon 
as circumstances allow. Lay-
ette kits for newborns are also 

needed. 

 
PHILIPPINES:  
TYPHOON RELIEF UPDATE 
 
After typhoons last fall caused 
the worst flooding in the Philip-
pines in 40 years, UMCOR Phil-
ippines continues to respond to 
the survivors. 
 
Along with partners like Kapati-
ran Kaunlaran Foundation, Inc. 
(KKFI), Asuncion Perez and 
others, UMCOR supplied about 
1,000 families in the affected 
areas of the island of Luzon with 
food relief, mosquito nets and 
blankets. New school uniforms 
to replace those lost in the flood-
ing also were supplied to the 
children of some 300 families. 
 
UMCOR is preparing to respond 
to rehabilitation needs of af-
fected communities in Laguna, 
Pampanga and Zambales, also 
on Luzon, with food and medical 
relief, as well as training and 
equipment for rebuilding liveli-
hoods and the reconstruction of 
houses. 
 
PAKISTAN:  
AID FOR INTERNALLY DIS-
PLACED PEOPLE 
 
When military operations in Paki-
stanôs North West Frontier Prov-
ince (NWFP) intensified, more 
than 1 million people were 
forced to flee for safety. UMCOR 
has been supporting Church 
World Service and Muslim Aid in 
the delivery of food, shelter, 
blankets and other supplies in 
Mardan and Swabi districts. 
Women-headed households, 
orphans and the elderly have 
been given priority during the 
distribution process. Apart from 
relief activities, UMCOR and its 
partners held an event called 

ñVoices of IDPsò in Islamabad, the 
aim of which was to reflect on the 
growing conflict in the country, 
hear the experience of the inter-
nally displaced and with them 
seek solutions. The meeting also 
served to increase the coordina-
tion among all the organizations 
serving the needs of the dis-

placed.  
 
 

March Brings 
Spring  
March brings in spring and ends 

the winter. Spring in the northern 

half of the world begins with the 

vernal equinox, which occurs on 

March 19, 20, or 21. On this day, 

the center of the sun is directly 

over the equator. March can be 

both wintry and springlike. Blus-

tery, windy days occur as fre-

quently as mild, sunny days.  

 

In the Northern Hemisphere, 

many animals end their hiberna-

tion, and many plants come to life 

again, during March. Sap flows in 

the trees, and green buds begin 

to appear. The first pussy willows 

and wild flowers can be found in 

the woods. Most frogs lay their 

eggs. Hibernating animals, such 

as bears, chipmunks, and wood-

chucks, leave their winter sleep-

ing places. Wild geese and ducks 

begin their northward flights. In 

March, people begin to look for 

the first robin as a sign that spring 

has really come.
